       We reviewed Paul's prayer in Ephesians 1:15-23 
and gathered in table groups to pray for the many minis-
tries, needs and goals that were presented. 
       The ministry leaders were dismissed and the Ad-
ministrative Board and Elders remained to further dis-
cuss business and goals. 
       The December Financials were distributed amidst 
great praise for God's financial blessing in December.  
Expenses for the month were held close to budget at 
$23,182 while giving to the General Fund was an amaz-
ing $55,883!  We came into December $9,000 behind 
for the year and finished the year $23,000 in the black!  
Additionally we had excellent giving of $17,628 to the 
Building Fund in December.  Praise God from whom all 
blessings flow! 
       With the great giving in December, we ended up 
basically making our budget for the year.  Our Budget 
was $302,868 and our income was $302,803.  We kept 
expenses for the year to $279,998 largely because we 
were running behind most of the year.  Our 2008 Budget 
was approved for $308,000 and the Budget Team will 
continue to meet to see about possible increases in a 
couple of areas.  This Budget will be presented to the 
membership at our Annual Meeting, January 27th. 
       Our 2007 Goals were received with much praise to 

God for all the He accomplished in Prayer Visits, Disci-
pleship Training, Strengthened Communication 
(website, Employee Manual and Fellowship with our 
Mienh Church), Small Groups (Mission Trips, Sports 
Ministry, College and Career), Men's Ministry and the 
move to two services in September. 
       After praying for the past 40 days and hearing from 
ministry leaders that morning, the Board sensed God 
calling us to the following goals for 2008:

              b.  Determine best use of land 
                            (lawn, recreation, etc.) 
              c.  Desire for part-time maintenance person 
              d.  Deploy Tech ministry (video, integrate with

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Hello Family and Friends! 

It has been awhile since my last 
update. I am doing well, although 
as always, am quite busy! 

VACATION 

The holidays and school break 
were a wonderful time of refresh-
ing. I spent Christmas with my 
pastor’s family which was as close 
to being home as I can imagine! I 
also had the opportunity to spent 
New Year with Tara, a Dalat alum-
nus who I mentored for two years 
before she headed off to college in 
the United States this year. She 
was only in town for a week but it 
was so wonderful to be able to 
catch up and spend time with her, 
especially since she has found her 
transition back to the States diffi-
cult. Other than that, I spent tons of 
time with my dog, Sammie. He is 
almost 2 years old now and is at a 
great stage. No more coming home 
to chewed shoes or pee trails I 
have to clean up. And he is still 
just as perky and cute with his 
floppy ears and big brown eyes! 

ANOTHER BIG CHANGE 

I am now back into the swing of a 
new semester. As usual this semes-
ter has brought significant change. 
By Malaysian law, Dalat must ac-
cept students who are US citizens. 
Before the break, the school ac-
cepted an autistic boy into the 5th 
grade. Subsequently the school re-
ceived other applications for 5th 
grade students who are US citi-
zens. Immediately before the 
break, it quickly became apparent 
that there was no space for the au-
tistic boy and insufficient services 
to help him. (We have an amazing 
Special Services Department that 

is already taxed by the number of 
students they are currently servic-
ing.) As a result he has been placed 
in my ESL class. 

Maybe I should have prefaced the 
above by saying that I have abso-
lutely NO experience or qualifica-
tions with this type of student! My 
initial reaction was complete and 
total panic. After much prayer over 
the vacation and a deep conviction 
that I must wholly rely on the Lord 
for the strength to do this, I am 
putting into the practice the word 
that God gave me, “Just love him.” 
And truly Timothy is a very love-
able boy. My class preparation has 
doubled. My teaching methods 
have diversified to the point that I 
feel a bit schizophrenic. I’m utterly 
and completely emotionally ex-
hausted by the end of every day 
from not knowing what I’m doing 
or exactly how to teach my ESL 
students and help Timothy. But 
true to His word, God has given 
me a love for Timothy and a part 
of me can honestly say that I’m 
glad to have him (the other half is 
just really tired!) I ask that you 
keep my class, Timothy, and me in 
your prayers. This is a challenge I 
never expected to take on and still 
struggle with daily. 

THE FUTURE 

I am still praying about my future 
and what it is that God is calling 
me to do and where He might be 
leading me. More and more I am 
feeling a sense that He is leading 
me into a new season away from 
Dalat. Although there have been 
challenging times, I love it here 
and I can’t imagine what else God 
could have for me. But I know this 
stirring in my heart and the voice 

that is calling me to step out in 
faith. I think my biggest fear is that 
I won’t be able to afford to take my 
dog Sammie with me, which 
would break my heart. Silly, I 
know! I ask that you would spe-
cifically pray that God would show 
me the next step – whatever, wher-
ever that may be – and that I would 
have the ears to listen and the cour-
age to follow. 

Thank you for all of your prayers 
and support. Honestly if it were not 
for all of you, I would be stuck in 
the mud. I would not be able to do 
all that God has called me to do 
here and serve Him faithfully. The 
pressures and stress would be over-
whelming and I would have given 
in a long time ago. You make all of 
this possible and I cannot express 
how grateful I am! Please continue 
to pray how you might help. I have 
received about half of the $1200, 
to date, that I need for this school 
year. I appreciate your continued 
prayers and support, as we work 
together to do God’s work here in 
Malaysia. 

May the Lord be with you in this 
New Year and may His face shine 
upon you and warm your soul.
