
      Easter Sunday…Resurrection Day…
the day we celebrate Christ’s victory 
over death, the Father’s affirmation that 
our sins have been paid for by the per-
fect sacrifice of Jesus and the joyous 
recognition that Jesus is alive and well 
and living in Christians!  It certainly is 
the highpoint on the Christian calendar 
and a day worth celebrating Big Time.  
We are looking forward to that celebra-
tion at Parkside both on Palm Sunday 
(Pancake Breakfast and Easter Egg 
Hunt) and on Easter Sunday (Sunrise 
Service at 6:30 a.m. and Easter Cele-
bration at 8:00 a.m. and 10:45 a.m.). 
      However, we needn’t wait until 

Easter Sunday to celebrate the resurrec-
tion of Jesus.  Over the past week, I 
have officiated at three Christian home-
goings for faithful believers.  At each of 
the services, family and friends were 
encouraged by the words of the Angel 
at the empty tomb, “ He is not here…
He is risen!” as they were applied to 
their loved one.  Because Jesus has con-
quered death and risen to life in heaven, 
so too do all those put their trust in Je-
sus as their payment for sin and their 
victory over death.  As Paul says, “We 
sorrow…but not as those have no 
hope.”  What an encouragement to 
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      What’s up Parkside! 
      I have been thinking a lot about 
grace the last couple of months.  Living 
a life of grace is really hard to do.  It 
stops any obligation for me to do things 
for Christ.  Now don’t get me wrong, I 
should still want to do things for God, 
He did a lot for me, but God does not 
obligate me to do certain rituals in order 
to have a relationship with Him.  Like if 
I do not read my bible for two weeks, 
it’s not like God is expecting me to do 
some make-up work.  This is hard be-
cause if you are like me I like to fix 
things, do things, and know that I am 
doing something.  Yet with grace it is 
not about what I do, but rather what Je-
sus did.  This freedom in grace is a very 

dangerous thing; so dangerous I do not 
think we, as Christians, often want to 
admit how much freedom we really 
have with it.   
      When Jesus died He said, “It is fin-
ished!” “It” being the price paid for all 
of our sins.  So that when we declare 
Jesus the Lord of our lives we have for-
giveness for all our sins, even those we 
have yet to do.  “But if Jesus were the 
Lord of your life you would want to do 
things for Him!” you may say.  True, 
yet our covenant with God does not de-
pend on our faithfulness to God.  
Rather, our relationship with God de-
pends 100% on His faithfulness to us.  
It does not depend on if we work on the

He had been in an argument 
and was looking up some references to prove he 
was right.

     I had a busy first of the month.  My owner was 
elected president of the PTA and he used me to 
prepare a speech. 
April 
     Grandpa visited this month.  He kept me on 
his lap for an hour reading 1 Corinthians 13.  He 
seems to think more of me than do some people 
in my own household. 
May 
     I have a few green stains on my pages.  
Some spring flowers were pressed in my pages. 
June 
     I look like a scrapbook.  They have stuffed me 
full of newspaper clippings-----one of the girls 
was married. 
July 
     They put me in a suitcase today.  I guess we 
are off on a vacation.  I wish I could stay home; I 
know I’ll be closed up in this thing for at least two 
weeks. 
August 
     Still in the suitcase. 
September 
     Back home, at last, and in my old familiar 
place; I have a lot of company.  Two women’s 
magazines and four comic books are stacked on 
top of me.  I wish I could be read as much as 
they are. 
October 
     They read me a little bit today.  One of them 
is very sick.  Right now I am sitting in the center 
of the coffee table.  I think the pastor is coming 
by for a visit. 
November 
     Back in my old place.  Somebody asked  
today if I was a scrapbook. 
December 
     The family is busy getting ready for the holi-
days.  I guess I’ll be covered up under wrapping 
paper and packages again--------just as I am 
every Christmas.      

       

       I have no idea who wrote this originally but I 
have had this “diary” for maybe 25 years.  It 
touches my heart today as much as it did the first 
day I read it.  I hope it is meaningful to you, too.   
       If it were possible for my Bible (or for yours) 
to write a diary covering a year, I wonder what our 
Bibles would have to say about our lifestyles.  The 
children among us (in our families, in our classes, 
in our influence, whatever it is) are learning how to 
treat God’s Word by what they see us do.  What are 
we teaching them?   
       One Sunday not long ago, someone read a 
verse from the Bible before doing something else in 
front of the congregation.  This person closed the 
Bible and dropped it with a thud on the floor before 
going on with the planned activity.  Am I being in-
tolerant and closed-minded to see that action as a 
wrong one?  I hurt for the children in the congrega-
tion who were there watching and learning. 
       One of the things we do in Children’s Church is 
to try to teach respect for God’s Word.  For in-
stance, we do not play catch with the Bible or use it 
for a footrest.   
       In fact, one of the things we do is to deposit all 
Bibles, papers, toys and other things on the edge of 
the stage (to be retrieved at the end of class time).  
The children would prefer to keep their things un-
der their chairs but there they become distractions 
and have a tendency to get stepped on.   
       I do not want to be too tough on the children 
but I believe this is the time to teach them to take 
care of their Bibles as a treasure.  I want to see 
them love God’s Word in more ways than one.  I 
hope you agree.

At this point, they are planning a 
Celebration Banquet in May (midway through our 
three year campaign) and prayer visits for those who 
desire.  We are also planning to dedicate our new 
portables on Palm Sunday, March 16th. 
      Bob Fatica distributed the January Financials 
showing General Fund giving at $26,479 for the 
month and expenses right at Budget of $25,865.  
Praise God for His continued faithfulness!  Giving 
to the Building Fund was $15,714 for the month and

2008! 
      Pastor Ron reported that he will be gone to Dis-
trict meetings in Sacramento, February 25-27 and to 
the Shepherd's Conference in Sun Valley, March  
5-8. 
      The Board then shared and rejoiced over the 
many new people God keeps bringing to Parkside 
every week. 
      The State of the Church Address was well  
received, especially by the newer people.  Several 
have commented that they learn more about Park-
side in one message than they knew about their pre-
vious church over many years.  The Annual Meeting 
always beats with the hearts of our leaders.  We just 

wish more people could be in attendance. 
      The Budget Team made a recommendation  
regarding establishing a Staff Development Fund to 
help any staff interested in continuing education.  
Presently we will help pay 50% of Pastor John's  
tuition as he takes online graduate courses at Simp-
son University.  Additionally, it was recommended 
that we increase our church secretary's pay to be 
more in line with the Biblical admonition that "a 
workman is worthy of his wages".  This will also 
help Sharon start to set some money aside for her 
eventual retirement (in 50 years).
