
       I sure hope that many of you enjoyed 
our Sunday morning study on the Apostles 
half as much as I did. More importantly, I 
pray that God spoke to your heart in ways 
that encouraged you to more closely walk 
with Jesus.  It is a wonder to me that Jesus 
chose 12 very ordinary blue-collar guys to 
be used in very extraordinary gold star 
ways to change the world.  Or, as Keith 
Glentzer more aptly puts it, 12 guys who 
just happened to be around when God 
chose to change the world.   Their part was 
to simply be FAT…Faithful, Available and 
Teachable. 
      I trust that you will not forget: 

•     Peter…The natural leader, the 
original action figure who continually 
led with his mouth open, often to sim-
ply change feet, who learned to become 
a supernatural leader. 

•     Andrew…Peter's brother, yet very 
much unlike Peter, more of a behind 

the scenes leader who, each time we 
see him, is bringing someone to Jesus. 

   •     James and John…whom Jesus 
called "Sons of Thunder", the original 
ADHD boys who while Andrew was 
bringing people to Jesus, they wanted 
to burn them up!  Eventually they 
learned to balance their passion for 
truth with the powerful love they ex-
perienced from Jesus. 

   •     Philip… the fact and figures guy, 
the administrator who loved to have his 
ducks lined up and struggled whenever 
he was forced to think outside the 
box…who learned to walk by faith. 

•     Nathanael/Bartholomew…Whom 
Jesus called, "a true Israelite in whom 
there is no deceit" (John 1:47) who saw 
Jesus as Messiah and God right out of 
the chute and therefore probably "got 
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Parkside Peps! 
      As many of you know, my elementary 
years were not spent here in the ol’ USA.  I 
grew up in Saudi Arabia and was there dur-
ing the first Gulf War.  Saudi Arabia is an 
Islamic country governed by a monarch.  
To be Saudi is to be Muslim, mandated by 
law.  Since religion is synonymous with 
their culture they assumed that it is the 
same with us.  When Saudi’s look at Amer-
ica they think all of us are Christians, since 
we were founded on Christian principles.  
This destroys their idea of what it is to be 
Christian!

When a country does that it only 
causes there to be even more hypocrisy 
than normal because the religion is legis-
lated.  Yet, something else happens.  The 
religions that are against the law suddenly 
have the wishy-washy people divided out.  
When I grew up we had to attend under-
ground house churches.  It was okay for 
Americans to be Christian because we had 
the backing of the U.S. government, but if

Praise God for all who have already committed to 

serve and for all the new folks God is calling to join 

the AWANA Leadership Team.  We will soon have a 

sign up sheet in the bulletin but if you can't wait for 

that, fill out a Parkside Personal card to let us know of 
your interest. 
 

Above all…keep on praying for AWANA, this summer 

of transition, for Colleen, Del, Lori, Robin and all the 

other AWANA staff, for God to call many new work-

ers and for God to be glorified Big Time in this new 

AWANA year! 
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      The meeting began with a time of praise and prayer 
requests, a round of sharing about our disciplemaking and 
CPR ministries and then a season of prayer. 
      Houston Wells reported that the landscaping around 
the new portables should soon be finished and the final 
permit received from the city.  We are investigating the 
possibility of a second trash bin to be placed in the back 
by the new portables.  Additionally, the office air condi-
tioner is in need of a new compressor (major cost) and it 
was decided to go ahead and replace the old A/C unit with 
a new one. 
      Keith Glentzer shared that the new classrooms are 
working out well and that we are in need of new Chil-
dren's teachers for the 3rd & 4th grade and 5th & 6th grade 
Disciplemaking Classes at the 9:30 a.m. hour beginning in 
September. 
      Missions Chairman Jim Morcom shared that Silver 
and Karen Duarte (Keith and LaVonne's daughter and son-
in-law) in Mexico are seeking to raise funds for a mobile 
home for their ministry there.  It was suggested that we 
take a special offering on Sunday, June 29, at the end of 
the service for that need. 
      Pastor Ron shared about his recent trip to Texas to tes-
tify on behalf of Russ Schwarz in a wrongful death suit.  
Jorge and Claudia Ramos have been attending Parkside for 
over a month and are sensing God's calling to begin an Al-
liance Hispanic ministry.  We will be praying for God's 
will and timing for this possible new ministry. 
      Bob Fatica distributed the May Financial Report 
showing an income of $26,926 for the month (right on 
budget) with expenses held to $21,490.  Giving to the 
Building Fund was $35,324 for the month and giving to 
Missions was $10,028.  Because of the excellent giving to 
the General Fund and Building Fund over the past number 
of months we have a healthy balance in both accounts.  It 
was decided to take $35,000 from the General Fund and 
$40,000 from the Building Fund and make a $75,000 pay-
ment on our loan reducing our debt to only $110,000!  
God is so good! 
      The Salary Review team made recommendations for a 
raise for Pastor John on his one year of ministry and for 
Pastor Ron as he completes his 24th year of ministry at 
Parkside.  These recommendations were unanimously ap-
proved. 
      As Parkside continues to grow, we are beginning to 
seek God for the next Pastoral Staff position He would 
have for us.  At this point we are praying about a Disciple-
making/Children's Ministry person and will begin the job 
description and search process.

•    Thomas…unfairly labeled "Doubting" as he 
probably didn't doubt any more than the other disci-
ples, but he did seem to have a propensity to be 
negative.  However, as we saw, at least he was a 
"brave pessimist"! 

•    James the Less…Less in stature?  Less in 
prominence?  Less in age?  However man consid-
ered him less, Jesus considered him more and called 
him as His Apostle. 

•    Simon the Zealot…likely a terrorist who prior 
to being called by Jesus would have gladly slit Mat-
thew, the tax collector's throat, whose zeal is used 
for the good of the Gospel. 

•    Judas Lebbaeus Thaddaeus…the man with 
three names (anything but "Judas"), whose nick-
names imply that he had a tender heart, a gentle 
spirit and a sensitive nature that must have made 
him an odd roommate for Simon the Zealot. 

•    Judas Iscariot…the one who betrayed Jesus, 
the hypocrite who had the other 11 Apostles fooled, 
who looked and acted like a true believer but whom 
Jesus called "a devil" and one "doomed for destruc-
tion".  What a major warning the greed and hypoc-
risy of Judas is to the family at Parkside.  We pray 
that there are no phonies among us.

It’s been a roller coaster season try-
ing to figure out just where it is that 
God wants me! And the more I 
struggle, the more I grow tired and 
weary, the more I come to realize 
that this whole thing isn’t so much 
about LOCATION as it is about 
CHARACTER. “Character, really?” 
I find myself crying out, “OK God, 
good with the character thing, let’s 
move on to getting me a home!” But 
He persists. It’s about my character, 
my heart, my soul, it’s about me and 
what He wants to grow and groom 
inside of me. I wish I could say that 
I have been a most cooperative pupil 
throughout this time, but the truth of 
the matter is that I have often fallen 
to discouragement and fought with 
God bitterly, pleading with Him for 
the specifics regarding my future.

But as 
long as I keep my eyes on the 
Driven and stop trying to do the 
driving myself, I will end up where I 
am suppose to be, at just the right 
time. 

So if it’s Penang, PLEASE PRAY 
for renewed excitement. The idea of 
Hong Kong really excites me and I 
feel as though I have lost some of 
my zeal to stay here. If it is Hong 
Kong, PLEASE PRAY for a job as 
we plan to be tentmakers and work 
in order to minister and reach out. 
Pray also for a family and home for 
Sammie, my dog, if I go to Hong 
Kong. Leaving Sammie behind here 
in Malaysia or giving him to a fam-
ily in the States will be extremely 
difficult. Yet I trust that God knows 
that and is working it out even now. 
(Please e-mail me if you would like 
to make Sammie part of your fam-
ily.) And if it is option #3, well, just 
PRAY that I will trust God to lead 
the way! 

Thank you for your continued 
prayers and support. It means so 
much to me in this season of uncer-

tainty. I greatly value your commit-
ment to lift me up in prayer and I 
know that it has sustained me thus 
far. Your support has made it possi-
ble for me to be in a season of ambi-
guity, stretching and growing as God 
has provided the means through you.
