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PARSON TO PERSON

Greetings from Study Leave Land...a
land of T-shirts, shorts and bare feet. A
land of evenings at home with my wife and
weekends that are free of study and teach-
ing. It really is a great land to visit, and |
appreciate the opportunity to do so, but be-
ing apart from my church family is not
where | want to live.

In Acts 6:1-7, there were some issues
in the early church that were brought to the
attention of the Twelve. Their response
was that "it would not be right for them to
neglect the ministry of the Word of God in
order to wait on tables" (i.e. give priority
time to task-oriented activities). The
Twelve suggest that other spiritual leaders
be chosen to cover that responsibility so
that the Apostles could give their priority
time and attention to "prayer and the minis-
try of the Word".

In a sense, that is the purpose of a
Study Leave. This is a time, four weeks

this summer, where | am allowed to step
away from the day-to-day administrative
responsibilities of the church (i.e. planning,
programs, appointments, meetings, letters,
counseling, etc.), in order to devote major
time to prayer and the study of God's
Word. It does take me a while to adjust
and I can never fully take off my Pastor's
hat, but I am appreciating the time to seek
the Lord, asking Him to examine my heart
and desiring His clear leading in this next
chapter of my life and ministry.

Because | am more of a server than a
sitter (see Luke 10:38-42), it is important
for me to schedule times to sit and not be
distracted by all the serving opportunities.
As | study, | am asking God to show me
His Word first for my own application, not
just for what I might teach to others. How
like God to have me studying passages in
Luke 6,7, and 8 that emphasize the impor-

from the July 13th Administrative Board Meeting

The Board members opened with praise, prayer
and scripture, Psalm 15:1-5, with Mark leading as
Pastor Ron is on Study Leave at the present time.

On the agenda were discussions from each minis-
try leaders in attendance.

Jim Brinkerhoff, Financial Secretary, reported
there was a single giving of $10,000.00 in the offer-
ing this month to be allocated to the building fund.
He continued to inform us the church has met 90% of
its promised funding. God is good.

Dee-Dee Johnson, Deaconess Chairlady, reported
there has been an increase in help at the last few
functions. What a blessing this is. The Fourth of July
Celebration was also discussed. The event went well,
however, there were suggestions for improvement on
shading the area and distribution of food leftover.

Bob Fatica, Treasurer, distributed the June finan-
cial reports with the General Fund income of $29,832
with expenses at $31,208. This month’s funding in-
cluded; an annual payment due to the alarm monitor-
ing company, the annual Workman’s Comp pre-
mium, an unforeseen maintenance expense in having
to replace the air conditioning unit in the office and
an increase in salaries for the Pastoral Staff voted in
by the Board. Previously, at the January meeting, it
had been agreed not to give raises and thus doing so
God honored the church by supplying more than
budgeted. It had been voted on that the raises would
be revisited in June. Praise God He honors our obedi-
ence and supplies us with more than we need.

Dear Family and Friends,

From Bleak to Blessing

The month of July started out
just as challenging as the month of
June had ended. I still had no word
on whether | would be moving to
Hong Kong, staying in Penang, or
choosing door number three. | was
struggling to figure out how I would
get Sammie, my dog, back to the
United States and wondering how |
was going to endure more of this rol-
lercoaster, which was my life.

But as is true of His nature and
heart of love, God showed up; in His
timing, in His way, full of provision
and blessings that | could never have
imagined!

God first provided financially. A
secretary from Dalat, who recently
opened an ESL Center in Penang,
offered me a job for the month while
another school secretary set up a
number of private tutoring jobs for
me which helped pay some of my
living expenses for the month of
July.

God then provided a home for
my dog Sammie. You may remem-
ber students from my first year
teaching at Dalat, named Sera and
Se Chan Hwang. They were some of
my favorite students who touched
my heart deeply. This summer their
parents moved to Penang to start an
unofficial dorm for Korean students.
Sera and Se Chan, knowing how im-
portant Sammie has been to me and
how much I love him, quickly of-
fered to take him when they found
out he needed a home. Their father
assured me they would take very
good care of Sammie and love him
dearly. It breaks my heart to have
given him away, but | see God’s
provision and hand in it and I am
grateful!

Not long after, God revealed that
I would be moving to HONG

KONG. I quickly began searching
for jobs and came across a job teach-
ing English in an adult center called
Wall Street Institute.

The job description asked for
teachers who were passionate about
mentoring students and helping them
achieve their goals in English. It
seemed to suit me perfectly. None-
theless, when I applied they told me
they had already filled the position. |
was disappointed, but went on ap-
plying to other schools. After a num-
ber of interviews and a few job of-
fers (for immediate start dates
mostly in bilingual kindergartens)

I still felt like WSI was the place
for me. About a week later the
school contacted me and said they
would like to interview me for an
opening when | arrive in Hong Kong
(in the middle of August). If I get the
job, it will take four to six weeks to
process the work visa (which is a
whole new prayer request!)

Then there was the question of
when to go or where to stay! The
family I am moving with is planning
to move in the middle of August. |
was not sure if | should go ahead to
Hong Kong or wait in Penang. Nei-
ther option was great: Hong Kong is
horribly expensive and even staying
in a hostel would cost A LOT of
money, mean while staying in
Penang would be difficult since |
had to be out of my apartment and
would need a place to live.

But again God showed up in an
amazing way as good friends from
church offered for me to stay in their
very posh apartment while they are
out of town all of August which will
save me money.
