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Grandparent’s Day  

is September 7th   
 

     Did you have the privilege of knowing your grand-
parents?  I did.  I grew up living next door to my fa-
ther’s parents and spent a whole summer month every 
other year with my mother’s parents.  They lived in 
Texas where my grandfather was the town judge and 
justice of peace (a sheriff).  Both sets of grandparents 
were fun loving people and such pleasant ones to be 
around. 
       In Texas, there was nearly always a reunion of the 
extended family when we were there.  In California, 
we always had a very large family and friends get-
togethers during the holidays and any other “excuse” 
we could find. The finishing of a project such as con-
verting a garage into an apartment for a family mem-
ber recently moved to California, the birth of a new 
baby or a birthday celebration for someone in the 
neighborhood.  Both my parents came from large 
families and those get-togethers were so much fun.  
Mother was one of 8 children and Dad was one of 9.  
      At home in California hospitality was the watch-
word. We were never rich but we never went hungry 
and the door was always open.  Mother and Dad 
shared whatever they had; they were raised that way.  
I think, during the war years, every person down on 
his luck knew my mom would feed him or her.  There 
were so many who came to our door... and we lived 
seven miles out of town.  
       My mom and my grandmother planted gardens 
every summer and then spent hours together canning 
the produce from those gardens and the fruit trees in 
our yards that they had tended so lovingly.  It was 
food for the winter.  Hard work, but we never went 
without.        
     Gatherings of friends and family were the main 
entertainment when I was growing up and there was 
no lack of stories shared and re-lived at those gather-
ings.  Sometimes the gathering would be held in a 
backyard around a barbecue pit with lots of food----
everyone bringing something to share.  Sometimes in 
a garage (used as a dance floor) with our neighbor-
hood blue grass band playing music 'til the wee hours 
of the morning.  The band consisted of 2 or 3 guitars, 
a fiddle, a steel guitar and a banjo or two.  Sometimes 
we’d gather in a nearby park where larger groups (of 
perhaps 75 to 150) would get together.  Wherever it 
was, there were always lots of music, singing, food 
and laughter and the whole neighborhood was invited 
to attend.     
     I guess the things I remember most about the visits 
in Texas were things like rounding up granddad’s 
cows and bringing them in for milking.  I remember 
having to walk through the cow paddock to go to the 
outhouse which was on the far side of it.  (They had 

no indoor plumbing for years.)  I remember watching 
my grandmother making hot biscuits EVERY 
MORNING for all those relatives gathered for the re-
union and being amazed at her expertise at making 
them come out so light and melt-in-your-mouth fluffy 
(cooking on that old wood stove!).  My grandmother 
had had lots of experience at it though; she made 
those biscuits every morning of their over 64 years of 
marriage!!  I remember nights spent on my grandpar-
ents sleeping porch (an open-air screened in porch) 
where there were four or five double beds and lots of 
sleeping “pallets” on the floor (where we kids slept).  
Since they have hot summers there and no coolers or 
air conditioning, that was as close to sleeping outside 
as you could get without actually being there.  I re-
member catching fireflies in a jar and trying to read 
by their light under the cover after everyone had gone 
to sleep.  I remember the last summer I went with 
Mother and Dad to visit my grandparents in their little 
home in Marble Falls.  It was about 11 p.m. one night 
and I was sitting in the kitchen at the 15 foot table 
where most of us sat to eat our meals when we were 
there.  I was writing Larry a letter (he was in boot 
camp in the San Diego area at that time).  Granddad 
came into the kitchen to get some water to “rinse out 
the inside of his face”, as he called it, before he went 
to bed.  He dipped snuff.  He had the water running so 
he didn’t hear my grandmother call and ask him to 
bring her a drink of water when he came to bed.  
When he turned off the water, I asked him if he had 
heard her call.  He said “No”.  So I repeated her re-
quest.  (He always talked r-e-a-l-l-y  s-l-o-w ---- a 
typical Texan.)  “Well………,” he said, as though he 
was pondering the request, “I guess I’d better water 
the old girl then!”  
      We kids all hated his dipping of snuff.  He carried 
his little spit can around with him where ever he went 
but he always “rinsed the inside of his face” before 
meals or bed.  But he was such a tease and he loved 
Granny’s biscuits so much that, at breakfast, he would 
lick one finger and touch one of our biscuits so we 
wouldn’t want to eat it and he would get an extra one.   
     My memories of my grandparents have given me 
many hours of fun and laughter.  I hope you have the 
same kind of memories of yours and not just that, I 
hope you are making memories with and for your 
grandchildren.   
       And if, by chance, you do not have grandchildren, 
“adopt” a few.  We are such a mobile society that 
some grandchildren hardly ever get to see their grand-
parents.  You can change that for a child.  So many 
today don’t have the extended families near them and 
we can help to fill that void.  You never know.  You 
may just find a void in your own life filled, too.  And, 
if you still have your grandparents around, give them 
a call.  You will “make their day” something special!

      Houston Wells reports that much is planned for the 
August 30th work morning including painting the Fellow-
ship Room, completing the sprinkler system for the back 
lawn, planting around the new portables and other prun-
ing, weeding and landscaping needs.  We are also waiting 
on a proposal from Mike Peters that could help as in a ma-
jor way with energy costs. 
      Missions Chairman Jim Morcom shared that Chris-
tians in Action is looking at providing training opportuni-
ties for churches and short-term mission projects.  Addi-
tionally, we are all looking forward to hearing reports 
from Joan Daniels and Jim and Sherry Brinkerhoff regard-
ing their summer mission trips. 
      Bob Fatica distributed the July Financials showing 
expenses a bit above budget at $31,877 and income way 
below budget at only $18,293.  Thankfully this was our 
first low giving month of the year and we are still in the 
black after seven months.  We are praying that those who 
did not get their tithe into the offering in July (because 
they were away on vacation?) will be able to catch up in 
August.  On the flip side, we praise God for over $32,000 
given to our Building Fund in July, which made it possible 
for us to make an additional payment of $30,000 on our 
loan bringing our balance down to only $77,000.  
      The Board then reviewed their meeting of new people 
over the past six weeks, especially those weeks where Pas-
tor Ron was gone on Study Leave.  It is amazing to note 
that there are some 10 new families checking out Parkside 
(coming at least two times), during Pastor Ron's absence.  
He is thinking about being gone more often! 
      We then shared thoughts on how things went during 
Pastor Ron's absence.  Everyone was pleased with the ex-
cellent pulpit coverage, the good attendance (in light of 
summer vacations) and the response of so many in stretch-
ing and stepping up to help stand in the gap.  Perhaps the 
reason so many visitors came back is because they saw a 
solid, healthy church functioning despite the absence of 
the Lead Pastor?  Overall we continue to see that a Sum-
mer Study Leave for Pastor Ron is healthy for him and 
healthy for our church. 
      Jim Brinkerhoff then led us through a review of sev-
eral written policies including:  Nominating Committee 

Procedure, Internal Control of Finances, Facility Use and 
Weddings.  Some adjustments were made and we plan to 
vote on their adoption at our September meeting. 
       A Search Team has been put in place for a Family 
Ministries Pastor (with special emphasis on Children's 
Ministry) that includes:  Mark Piper, Keith Glentzer, Rick 
Hash, Scott Johnson, Jim Morcom, John Vadnais and Pas-
tor Ron.  Keith Glentzer is putting together the proposed 
job description. 
       2008 Goals were reviewed with special attention 
given to the new AWANA Leadership Team.  Mark Piper 
and Dave Anderson will be leading a study on parenting in 
the Youth Building during AWANA on Wednesday nights. 
       Houston Wells will pick up 10 new eight-foot plastic 
tables to replace the many falling apart metal tables that 
we have. 
       A member wrote a letter to the Board expressing a de-
sire to have more of a Christmas emphasis during the 
whole month of December including a possible Christmas 
Eve service.  The Board agreed with the desire to have 
more Christmas Carols during the month but decided to 
not hold a Christmas Eve service this year. The next Ad-
ministrative Board meeting is scheduled for Sunday, Sep-
tember 14 at 3:00 p.m.

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Dear Family and Friends, 
 
HONG KONG 
I am officially in Hong Kong. It seems 
hard to believe, but I am finally here! 
 
My first impressions of Hong Kong are 
that it is an amazing place! It is a  
vibrant, big city with tons of skyscrap-
ers and subways/trains, but is also an 
outdoors kind of place. With tempera-
tures in the 50s-60s in December, Janu-
ary and February and 80s-90s in May, 
June, July and August (and nearly per-
fect temperatures in-between), it is an 
ideal place for all kinds of outdoor ac-
tivities. Over 40% of Hong Kong is 
forested mountains that contain count-
less hiking and bike trails. During the 
warm months, people kayak and wind-
surf in the bays around the islands or 
they go to the free water parks that are 
located throughout the city. And for the 
avid runner there are running paths just 
about everywhere. There are even a 
few descent beaches around the out-
skirts of Hong Kong. 
 
But the most spectacular thing is the 
people, and people, and more people 
(which takes a bit of getting used to)! 
 
PRAISE GOD, I HAVE A JOB, 
SORTA! 
Thank you so much for your prayers 
for a job! I interviewed for the job at 
the Wall Street Institute and was of-
fered the position. As I wrote before, it 
is an adult language center in which 
language is taught through audio pro-
grams and small group classes. Addi-
tional English lessons are given 
through what are called “social clubs” 
or large group themed classes. It is a 
very relational and social approach to 
teaching English, which I hope will 
give me many in-roads into my stu-
dents’ lives that I may share how much 
God loves each one of them. My par-
ticular branch/center is in the most 
densely populated area of Hong Kong 
among white-collar workers who de-

sire to learn English in order to ad-
vance in their careers. 
 
Please, please pray for my work visa 
which will take 4-6 weeks to process!  
I cannot begin work until I have it. 
Pretty much everything here depends 
on the work visa (banking, housing, 
etc.) Please pray that I am granted a 
visa and that I receive it quicker than 
expected. Though I am prepared to be 
without a job for a while, 4-6 weeks is 
a very long time and it will not be 
easy! 
 
HOUSING… 
Eventually I will be living with the 
family I told you about before, but for 
the time being (while their work visa is 
processed and they live in a teeny-tiny-
shoebox service apartment) I am living 
at the Hong Kong YWAM base. I am 
VERY GRATEFUL to have a cheap 
place to stay, but I must admit that it is 
not easy! 
 
I am in a tiny 3-bedroom apartment 
with 15 beds and a bathroom. The 
bathroom is so tiny the showerhead is 
over top of the sink and toilet, with just 
enough space to turn around. Because 
YWAM teams are coming and going, 
my 14 roommates change quite regu-
larly, if not daily. The base is located 
in a small village near the China bor-
der, about as far away from my friends 
as I can possibly be (about an hour 
train/subway ride in one direction). I’m 
also about 35 minutes from Kowloon 
and 45 minutes from Hong Kong Is-
land. Needless to say, I am mastering 
the MTR (mass transit system of trains, 
subways, and buses) and have the blis-
ters on my feet to prove it! 
 
So far Hong Kong has been thrilling, 
and at times completely unsettling. I 
miss my apartment and my bed more 
than I can tell you! The introvert in me 
is exhausted and I am singing the wor-
ship song “Blessed Be His Name” A 
LOT! I am so glad that though it is not 

always easy, I can see God’s hand and 
I know that He is taking care of me. He 
loves me much! This is going to be an 
exciting adventure; I can feel it! 
 
May the Lord bless you as the summer 
comes to an end. May the start of a 
new school year be an exciting adven-
ture and may God bless you in all of 
your work and endeavors.
