The Board      
approved the purchase of an ice machine as we are 
regularly purchasing ice to provide for Sunday 
mornings and other activities at the Church. 
      Treasurer Bob Fatica distributed the August Fi-
nancial Report showing giving to the General Fund 
at $28,539 and expenses of $25,243 for the month.  
Giving was above budget in the Missions Fund and 
close to budget in the Building Fund as well.  God 
is good! 
      The Board discussed the need to schedule some 
deeper cleaning in areas of our church.  We need to 
regularly strip and reseal the tile floor areas and 
shampoo our carpets on a regular schedule.  Trees 
and bushes need to be pruned as well.  Hopefully 
we can get much of this done by our own people 
but because it is important to keep God's buildings 
in top shape, we will look to outside sources to 
help if necessary. 
      The Board shared together in praising God for 
the many new families checking out Parkside of 
late.

The Board unanimously approved the pro-
posal and if Jon responds positively, we hope to 
have him begin this new position October 1st.
