Even before the meeting began, Board members were 
faced with a "Good Samaritan" test as there was a home-
less man, complete with sleeping bag, camped out in front 
of the office door.  All Board members passed the test as 
they stopped to talk with the man and offer help.  Pastor 
Ron even offered to buy the man a sandwich in exchange 
for the man's BMW (kind of a Jacob and Esau thing).  It 
just so happened that the homeless man turned out to be 
Bob Fatica who came extra early for the Board meeting so 
he wouldn't be late. 

Once we hosed off Bob, we began the meeting with 
an exchange of praise and prayer requests followed by a 
time of prayer for the many needs in our church family as 
well as praise for the obvious presence of God in so many 
areas in our lives as individuals and as a church. 

Houston Wells reported that much has been accom-
plished with the buildings and grounds and that even more 
will be accomplished with the work morning on October 
25th.

Treasurer, Bob Fatica, distributed copies of the Sep-
tember financials showing General Fund income at 
$22,057 (below our $27,500 budget) but expenses kept 
down at only $22,446.  In light of our nation's economic 
struggle we are so grateful for God's provision through the 
faithful and sacrificial giving of Parkside people. 

Pastor Ron expressed appreciation for the card and 
check he and Peggy received from the church for Pastor 
Appreciation month.   He also read a letter of gratitude 
from John Moorvartian for God's special care in his recent 
heart surgery.  It was decided to have the people in the 
Biblical Counseling Class express their appreciation to 
Chuck Andrews and Lester Moon through a special love 
offering in that class in November.  Pastor Ron shared a 
list of office computer upgrades that are needed as well as 
the need to make our website more user friendly.  We will 
research these needs and costs and address them at a future 
meeting. 

John Vadnais, in consultation with the Disciplemak-
ing Council, has decided to cancel his "Way of the Mas-
ter" class for now and offer it again in the Spring. 

The Board discussed their joy over the many new 
people attending Parkside and praised God for how He 
continues to add to our church. 

Jim Brinkerhoff presented a Facility Use Policy and 
after review it was adopted. 

Keith Glentzer presented a ministry job description 

that the Elders have been putting together for an Associate 
Pastor of Children and Family Ministries.  The primary 
emphasis of this new position will be Children's Ministry 
but we also want a person that can minister to parents as 
well.  Keith will tweak the description a bit and then we 
will begin to post the need. 
       We have already heard of a very strong candidate that 
will be available after the first of the year.  The Board 
does not want to rush this process, as we want to give our 
congregation plenty of time to pray.  We want to receive 
multiple resumes, check references and interview candi-
dates, which should take several months.  Additionally, we 
are trusting God for the substantial financial commitment 
that will be involved in hiring another full time position.  
We hope that we might use some monies from savings and 
that perhaps others will give healthy donations to help de-
fray the initial year's salary.  Bottom line…we need to 
pray, trust God, pray some more and walk with God 
through this whole process.  Praise God that He already 
has the person we need, the finances and the timing all fig-
ured out. 
       Bob Fatica presented a review of our 9-month budget 
showing General Fund income at 71% for the 9 months (of 
the targeted 75% budgeted amount) and expenses held to 
67%.  We continue to trust God for His provision for this 
year and as we look to take steps of faith in several areas 
for next year. 
       The Nominating Team reported that there are two new 
candidates for Administrative Board positions:  Steve 
Daniels has accepted the nomination for Missions Chair-
man and Gary Wamhof has accepted the nomination for 
Disciplemaking Chairman.  The Annual Election and 
Commissioning Service is scheduled for Sunday, Novem-
ber 23. 
       The Board reviewed the Goals for 2008 and we are 
again thankful for God's hand in so many areas.  The 
AWANA ministry is going through a major transition very 
well and the new Parenting Class has several non-Parkside 
people in attendance.  People have many opportunities to 
connect with one another through Small Groups, Men's 
Ministry, Women's Ministry, etc.  Prayer visits went well 
and it was suggested that we look at doing them again next 
year perhaps in conjunction with the call of our Children 
and Family Ministries Pastor? 
       Jerry Fairley has been researching how to best organ-
ize storage for AWANA, Children's Ministry and Alliance 
Women.  He submitted a plan that would turn Classroom 4 
into an AWANA/Children's Ministry Resource Center 
with locking shelves and cabinets as well as purchasing 
some additional cabinets for Alliance Women's storage to 
be kept in the Fellowship Room. 
       All of Jerry's recommendations were unanimously ac-
cepted and he has the green light to proceed. 
       The next Administrative Board meeting is scheduled 
for Sunday, November 9 at 3:00 p.m.
